CPNA Membership Committee    meeting summary  9-25-07

On September 25, 2007, the Membership Committee held a meeting at the Mantell Plaza at 7 PM.

In attendance was the whole committee: 

Ray Breslin, chair, Barbara Morris, Prakash Kumar, and Sidney Davis

The goal of this meeting was to discuss types of membership, what the fees would be for each type of membership and when would we begin memberships.

We determined that January, 2008 was when membership fees would begin and any listing for the rest of 2007 would be gratis as part of the 2008 fee.

We determined the most expensive membership would be for hotels defined as 50 units or more. That fee would be $750 annually and would include up to 3 separate listings or website addresses on our webite. They would also be required to host one membership meeting or party during the year.

The next category would be a restaurant or club. That membership would be $500 per year and require gift certificates totaling another $300 in good and services to be used for fund raising efforts for our organization’s causes.

Other commercial businesses with a website would pay $300 annually plus gift certificates totaling $150 in goods and services for fund raising causes.

If a business did not have a website to reference, the fee would be $150.

For those offering goods or services within our neighborhood without a storefront address, the fee would be $100 with a website and $ 50 without a website. These people would be approaching us for a listing since they would not have a storefront operation and therefore we would be unaware of them.

All not for profit organizations would be listed for free and there would be no fees for residents within our neighborhood. 

To establish the business contacts, we divided the neighborhood up into 3 areas. Barbara Morris will get Collins Ave, both sides from 17th Street to 20th Street. Sidney Davis gets both sides of Collins Avenue from 20th to 25th Street. Prakash Kumar will take the other streets within our neighborhood that currently do not offer many commercial or business applications since those streets are primarily residential.

Ray will supply contact information forms that the other members will complete on each business so we’ll have the proper information to move forward and complete our website listing for all our neighborhood  business resources.
