Subject: Parking Garage on 23rd Street.

At our Board of Directors meeting held February 21st, 2006, the Board unanimously voted to ask the City Commission to expedite plans to build a parking garage on 23rd Street. It is arguably the most critical component to the future success of this area and we need to be assured a parking garage will be built and is not just a hopeful plan. 

We would first like to know the status of the original plan to build a five story garage behind Miami City Ballet bounded by Park Avenue, Liberty Avenue and 23rd Street. That would absolutely be the best location and plan for the garage. We would further like to have an answer and a time line for this five story garage by May 1, 2006. No one is going to seriously look at this final frontier of South Beach for future development and rental of available space until there is a firm plan for a garage. This is why everything in the immediate area of the Park and 23rd Street is frozen in time. Development should be much further along on this north corridor into South Beach and the Collins Park Cultural District but it is not.

This has to be the number one priority of the Commission if any of our visions for this important area are to be realized. We have also in the past made the Commission aware of the importance of bringing the South Beach Local Bus to this area and the importance of completing the final phase of the Bass Museum expansion. These are promised items that the city has not delivered on and we would like to know the status and planned timeline.
