There
will be 12 apartments (studios to 2 bedrooms) and the rest will be retail and restaurants. Even though it looks like 3 buildings, they will be all connected internally.
The most important thing to remember about our neighborhood is to support the businesses here. Don't just go to the W  because we have a meeting. Go and enjoy the
experience in the Livingroom Bar, Solea Restaurant, Mr. Chow, Bliss Spa, or even just the garden area. The art work is spectacular and we are blessed to have the W Hotel and
Residences in the CANDO Arts Neighborhood. 
The same applies to all the other restaurants and businesses, they need our support to thrive and grow. Don't forget our Green Market on Sundays at 22nd Street. We need you
all to go and bring your fiends to this wonderful market.

The City Commission voted to bring the South Beach Local to 2 additional stops in our neighborhood. One at 23rd and Liberty and one at 21st and Collins. This is a
huge win for our neighborhood and we truly thank all of those involved who moved this issue forward. Expect the new route changes to take place in July.

March 25th at 4 PM in the City Manager's large conference room, the Finance Committee will discuss and make recommendations for the planned parking garage in
Collins Park. This is probably the most important issue in our neighborhood and can severely impact our future. EVERYONE should go to voice their opinion so that we send a
clear message that we can afford no more hold ups or stalling on this project. The garage was needed years ago and is the major catalyst that will move our cultural campus and
this neighborhood forward. Please attend.
